Please ensure that if your child is having a COVID 19 vaccine, that it is at least 7 days either side of 
the scheduled school vaccine for which you consented in 2021. 
 
Please ensure your child is aware of the date they received a COVID 19 vaccine. We are able to 
review the Australian Immunisation Register to confirm, however this is very time consuming for the 
nursing team. 
 
If your child misses a consented school vaccine, we will offer a catch up in Term 1 2022.
