What is the selection procedure?
There are four steps in the application/selection procedure:

1. Complete:

o the attached application form and return to Kingscliff High School in person or by email to:
kingscliff-h.school@det.nsw.edu.au

OR:
o the online application form — 2026 Year 7 Pinnacle Program Application
before Friday 30 May 2025 (Term 2, Week 5)

2. Students must complete a selection assessment held at Kingscliff High School at 6:00pm on Wednesday 11
June 2025 (Term 2, Week 7)

3. Students must sit an interview on Thursday 12 June 2025 or Friday 13 June 2025 (Term 2, Week 7)
4.  Information will be gathered from the Primary School.

Year 7 Pinnacle Program - Selection Assessment

The selection assessment is completed at Kingscliff High School on Wednesday 11 June 2025. Students
complete four (4) tests of 15 minutes each in the following areas:

1. Literacy - Reading and Comprehension: students will be given a written article and asked several
questions to gauge their comprehension of the source.

2. Literacy - Writing: students will be asked to compose an extended written composition in response to
stimulus material.

3. Numeracy: students will be expected to complete several questions at the Stage 3/4 Mathematics level.

4. Creative and Critical Thinking: students will be asked to answer a number of questions designed to test
their creative and critical thinking skills.

The Interview

e Instructions will be distributed to all applicants via email by Friday 30 May 2025 (Term 2, Week 5).

e Students are asked to bring 2 (two) pieces of work with them which will need to be discussed in terms of how
it demonstrates their achievement and capacity as an engaged and independent learner.

e Each interview will be approximately 15 minutes long. The student will be asked a series of questions related
to their individual learning processes, including the High Potential and Gifted Domains and their motivation
for applying for the Pinnacle Program.
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Information from the Primary Schools

The information collected from the Primary Schools may include:

e  Student literacy and numeracy levels as identified by Year 5 NAPLAN results

e The Yearly report from Year 5 and the Half Yearly report from Year 6

e  Student profile information on levels of the HPGE domains, maturity, cooperation and diligence
e Arecommendation / reference from the Principal (or their delegate)
